As the products from these companies contain very few chemicals and preservatives, if not any, they are usually a bit more expensive than the ones you would find in supermarkets, but they are much better quality, much healthier and much more ethical.

So the question is not why are they expensive, but rather why are some products so cheap?

Although the companies listed below would not always respect the rights of nonhuman animals* as they use honey, beeswax and milk in some of their products, they are not involved in animal testing and are not owned by big corporations. 
Most of their products are suitable for vegans.
